The pic “port aft Chainplate knee cut away.jpg” shows the chainplate knee entirely cut away.  The old knee will be used to make a mold for a new, solid fiberglass knee which will be glassed in place. The chain plate will be reinserted in its original orientation and secured by through bolts to the exterior of the hull.
All other photographs show the original 1983 chain plate hold down assemblies after removal from inside the knee.  The “port aft” pictures are the chain plate that is located inside the amidships locker in the main salon. The chain plate from the hanging locker is forward-most on the starboard side and one that had the most evidence of leakage on the interior of the boat.
